Directs Higher Education Coordinating Commission to convene work group to analyze and make 
recommendations on how to address disparities in higher education among traditionally marginalized, underserved
and underrepresented communities.

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/8/15 AGENDA: Directs community colleges to use results from one of four 
nationally available standardized assessments for purpose of determining course placement of students at 
community college. 

Requires each school obtaining approval from Higher Education Coordinating Commission to offer academic 
degree to annually obtain bond or letter of credit demonstrating school is financially sound and capable of 
fulfilling commitments to students.
