HB 2068 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Tax Credits

Increases amount of earned income credit allowed to personal income taxpayer to equal that allowed as federal
credit, if taxpayer has dependent under age of three.

HB 2113 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Tax Credits
Extends sunset for tax credit for contributions to Office of Child Care.

HB 2116 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Tax Credits
Extends sunset for tax credit for employment-related household services and dependent care expenses.

HB 2119 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Tax Credits
Extends sunset for additional personal exemption credit for taxpayer with severe disability.

HB 2122 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Tax Credits
Extends sunset for tax credit for child with disability.

HB 2130 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Revenue

Authorizes governing bodies to adopt reasonable maximum periods for holding property for development as low
income housing, additional criteria for exemption of low income housing that do not conflict with statutory criteria
and additional provisions of program applicable to all low income housing property and all taxing districts within
jurisdiction of governing body.

Modifies provisions of capital gains exemption for amounts received for sale of manufactured dwelling park.
