HB    2700 

Requires Secretary of State, as State Auditor, to report fraud or other violations of criminal law to appropriate law 
enforcement agency, regardless of source of moneys involved in fraud or violation. 

Authorizes circuit court judge to authorize execution of search warrant outside judicial district of court in certain 
elder abuse cases. 

Expands definition of "victim" to include estate, successor in interest, trust and other specified parties for purpose 
of ordering restitution in criminal case. 

Exempts from definition of "sexual abuse" consensual sexual contact between elderly person and facility employee
who is also spouse of elderly person. 

Authorizes court, as part of settlement or judgment in class action, to approve process for payment of damages. 
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
