Provides persons licensed to carry concealed handgun in another state with protections provided to persons with 
Oregon concealed handgun license if other state has no less stringent handgun competency requirement than 
Oregon. 

Authorizes defendant to request district attorney to approve extension of stay of criminal proceedings for district 
attorney diversion. 

Authorizes peace officer to apply for and circuit court to enter ex parte emergency protective order when court 
finds probable cause that person was victim of domestic disturbance or abuse and protective order is necessary to 
prevent abuse. 

Provides that release decision for defendant charged with sex crime or crime constituting domestic violence must 
include order prohibiting attempted contact with victim and third-party contact with victim while defendant is in 
custody. 

Increases penalty for crime of strangulation when committed knowing victim was pregnant. 

Establishes privilege in civil, criminal, administrative and school proceedings for certain communications between 
persons seeking services related to domestic violence, sexual assault or stalking and victim services programs and 
advocates. 
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
