CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/15 AGENDA: Decreases penalty for crime of cheating to maximum of one 
year's imprisonment, $6,250 fine, or both. 

Defines "sobering facility." Extends civil and criminal immunity to sobering facilities for actions taken in good 
faith, on probable cause and without malice. 

Authorizes court to shorten amount of time that person's driving privileges are revoked following third or 
subsequent conviction of felony driving while under influence or of driving while under influence of intoxicants. 

Authorizes reserve officers sponsored by law enforcement unit to pay for training as police with cash and G.I. Bill 
education benefits. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/15 AGENDA: Requires Oregon Criminal Justice Commission to establish 
independent procedures for receiving and recording profiling complaints. 

Authorizes participant in peer support counseling session to waive confidentiality of communications made or 
information conveyed by participant in session. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/15 AGENDA: Increases penalty for crime of invasion of personal privacy if 
defendant has certain prior convictions or person recorded is under 18 years of age. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/15 AGENDA: Establishes Task Force on Adopting the Uniform Collateral 
Consequences of Conviction Act. 
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Note Changes: HB 2002, HB 2320, HB 2356, HB 2367, HB 2902, HB 3040, HB 3206, HB 3365, HB 3437, and HB 
3503 have been carried over from the 4/15/15 agenda.

Requires Department of Corrections to withhold portion of inmate's retained compensation in manner of wage 
garnishment if department receives notice of judgment including money award entered against inmate for assault 
or battery of department employee. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/15 AGENDA: Eliminates automatic reporting of person found to have 
committed act that would constitute felony sex crime if committed by adult. 

Establishes State Police Patrol Fund, separate and distinct from General Fund. 

Authorizes defendant to request district attorney to approve extension of stay of criminal proceedings for district 
attorney diversion. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/15 AGENDA: Provides that certain hearsay statements related to certain sex 
crimes are not inadmissible in evidence even though declarant is available as witness. 

Provides persons licensed to carry concealed handgun in another state with protections provided to persons with 
Oregon concealed handgun license if other state has no less stringent handgun competency requirement than 
Oregon. 

Allows for blood to be taken to determine presence of controlled substances for purpose of Motorist Implied 
Consent Law. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/15 AGENDA: Permits any person convicted of offense with relevant DNA 
evidence to file motion for DNA testing. 

Establishes Task Force on Safety of Police Officers to study officer safety. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/15 AGENDA: Modifies crime of displaying obscene materials to minors. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/15 AGENDA: Establishes procedures for applying for Certificate of Good 
Standing eligibility certification and petitioning for and issuance of Certificate of Good Standing. 

Provides that contract to allow use of property or facilities by nonprofit organization providing services to youths 
may not require individual participant to indemnify property owner for damages not caused by individual 
participant. 

Provides that applicant for registration by State Marine Board as outfitter and guide may not have been convicted 
of certain offenses preceding application. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/15 AGENDA: Directs Department of Corrections to establish Family 
Sentencing Alternative Pilot Program in partnership with circuit courts, county community corrections agencies 
and Department of Human Services.
