Requires Department of Human Services to adopt rules for licensing of stabilization and crisis units that house 
persons with developmental disabilities. 

Allows Department of Corrections inmates to receive credit for time served for presentence incarceration after 
arrest for certain crimes related to sentencing crime. 

Increases time for conducting preliminary hearing on minor's application for emancipation to 15 days after date of 
filing.

Increases amount of noneconomic damages that may be awarded in civil action seeking damages arising out of 
bodily injury.

Repeals obsolete provision relating to jury trials in county courts.

Requires law enforcement agency that employs police officer involved in use of deadly force, or officer who is 
victim of violence, to provide officer with paid leave, mental health support resources and other care after incident.

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Department of Public Safety Standards and Training to provide 
students with opportunity to explore careers in law enforcement and to become familiar with law enforcement.
