Authorizes district to approve or veto land division within or adjacent to boundaries of district based on whether
land division interferes with operations of district.
HB 2895
Requires local governments and districts to enter into urban service agreements not later than January 2, 2017.

HB 2445
Allows Director of Agriculture and State Department of Agriculture to choose methods for giving notice regarding
quarantines, control areas and related rules.
HB 2456
Modifies optional process for evaluation of changes to urban growth boundary of city outside Metro with
population of 10,000 or more.

HB 2444
Revises statutes relating to mediation of agricultural disputes.
HB 2038

Modifies definition of "recreational purposes" for purpose of limiting liability of owners of land that allow public
use of land for recreational activity, including aviation activity.

HB 2457
Allows county to create parcel that is smaller than minimum size standard in resource zone for farm or forest use
when part of existing unit of land has been included within urban growth boundary to be planned and zoned for
urbanization.

HB 2881
Requires Department of State Lands, for purpose of identifying land that could be planned and zoned for
residential use, to inventory department land, determine whether land is essential, useful or excessive in relation to
plans of department, and report results to Legislative Assembly.
