Modifies authority for withdrawal of tract from City of Damascus if city did not adopt, and cause to be 
acknowledged, comprehensive plan and land use regulations within four years after incorporation of city. 

Provides that City of Damascus shall surrender its charter, disincorporate and cease to exist. 

Requires City of Damascus to distribute to ad valorem property taxpayers all excess moneys remaining in city 
funds after satisfying all outstanding legal debts and obligations of city. 

Modifies provisions related to inclusion of needed housing within urban growth boundaries. 

Modifies provisions authorizing expedited land divisions. 

Modifies review process for post-acknowledgment land use decisions of city outside Metro that uses simplified 
method for amending urban growth boundary. 

Allows State Department of Agriculture to adopt certification standards for persons dealing in nursery stock. 

Modifies provisions authorizing private parks in exclusive farm use zones. 

Authorizes county or city to designate any urbanized area of county or city as urban agriculture incentive zone.
