CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/7/2015 AGENDA: Directs Water Resources Department to conduct study to 
determine certain information regarding aquifers in this state. 

Amends definition of "rural area" to mean area outside urban growth boundary of city of 40,000 or more, as 
boundary is acknowledged on date on which application is submitted for strategic investment program. 

Makes law or rule for restricting previously allowed farming practice land use regulation for purposes of certain 
land use laws. 

Removes State Parks and Recreation Department's authorization to exercise power of eminent domain over certain
land situated within boundaries of Willamette River Greenway. 

Modifies authority to use property line adjustments in resource zones. 

Prohibits city from requiring consent to annexation of landowner's property in exchange for city providing county 
service as agent of county.
