Requires State Department of Agriculture to establish control areas for growing commodities that are genetically 
engineered agricultural or horticultural plant products. 

Requires minimum of 30 days' public notice and opportunity to comment period prior to meeting dates of regional 
solutions advisory committees. 

Authorizes issuance of lottery bonds to finance projects, related to removal of Mirror Pond dam, for purpose of 
improving habitat for fish and wildlife, restoring and protecting parks and promoting economic development.
