Repeals sunset of law requiring moneys that are in county's road fund and expended for patrolling to be used 
solely for direct and indirect costs associated with patrolling. 

Exempts from property taxation qualified machinery and equipment used to process grains, bakery products, milk 
and eggs. 

(Carried Over from 5-20-2015) Directs Legislative Assembly to appropriate amount equal to one percent of total 
amount of General Fund appropriations and lottery allocations for next biennium to both Oregon Rainy Day Fund 
and Education Stability Fund if state unemployment rate for previous year is six percent or less at time of last 
economic and revenue forecast of biennium. 

(Carried Over from 5-20-2015) Modifies list of jurisdictions of incorporation for which income must be included 
on Oregon corporate excise tax return, if corporation is member of unitary group with Oregon corporation. 

(Carried Over from 5-20-2015) Requires corporations doing business in Oregon to file tax disclosure statements 
with Secretary of State. 

(Carried Over from 5-20-2015) Grants exemption to certain improvements that increase energy efficiency of 
property or reduce greenhouse gas emissions from property. 

(Carried Over from 5-20-2015) Extends sunset for tax credit for biomass collection or production. 

(Carried Over from 5-20-2015) Increases aircraft fuel taxes. 

(Carried Over from 5-20-2015) Adds Oregon Volunteer Firefighters Association to list of entities eligible for 
individual income tax return checkoff contribution. 
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
