Permits Oregon Business Development Department to certify business that service-disabled veteran owns as 
disadvantaged business enterprise that is eligible for certain preferences in public contracting. 

Establishes statutory authority for technological enhancements to 9-1-1 emergency communications system. 

Expands definition of "emergency vehicle" in Oregon Vehicle Code to include vehicles operated by certain 
government agencies providing emergency services. 

Removes members of Oregon State Defense Force from status as qualified emergency service volunteers. 

Requires that National League of Families' POW/MIA flag be displayed with Oregon State flag on public 
buildings in this state. 

Creates office of State Resilience Officer in office of Governor to direct, coordinate and oversee seismic safety 
and resilience planning and preparation by state agencies. 
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
