Urges Congress to change funding of veterans' health care from discretionary entitlement to permanent and direct 
entitlement. 

Directs Land Conservation and Development Commission to develop guidelines for tsunami resilience planning 
and to require local governments that have communities at substantial risk of experiencing severe impact from 
tsunami inundation to plan for tsunami resilience. 

Requires two percent of gross proceeds of certain bonds to be set aside to fund disaster resiliency projects. 

Authorizes issuance of Article XI-Q bonds for Oregon Military Department headquarters facilities. 

Allows credit against income taxes for employment of qualified military veterans. 

Establishes Oregon Educational and Workforce Development Bridge Loan Program in Department of Veterans'

course of study, approved professional training or approved workforce development program in connection with 
institution of higher education, and who are eligible to receive federal educational aid or other financial assistance 
that is temporarily unavailable. 

Creates subtraction from federal taxable income for benefits paid to surviving spouse or dependent child of service
member.
