In memoriam: Army Specialist Nickolas S. Welch, 1987-2013. 

Recognizes and honors Corporal Keaton Grant Coffey (1989-2012) for his service to his country. 

Authorizes county governing body in each county and Department of Veterans' Affairs to appoint one or more 
volunteer veterans' guides to provide support services and assistance to veterans, spouses and dependents of 
veterans, and survivors of veterans, within county or served by department. 

Requires reimbursement for up to 90-day supply of generic prescription drug that is prescribed under certain 
conditions. 

Provides that evidence of measures taken or vulnerability assessments conducted before natural disaster occurs 
that were intended to minimize impact of natural disaster is not admissible to prove negligence or culpable conduct
in connection with natural disaster. 

Requires State Department of Fish and Wildlife to study expanding application of laws that consider members of 
uniformed services residents for licensing purposes and present report to interim committees of Legislative 
Assembly related to environment and natural resources on or before September 15, 2016. 

Exempts association with membership composed of current or former members of Armed Forces of United States 
from operation of Insurance Code and requires association to submit certain information to Director of Department
of Consumer and Business Services.
