SB    287 

Appropriates moneys to Higher Education Coordinating Commission for 2015 biennium for agricultural 
experiment station and branch station, Oregon State University Extension Service and Forest Research Laboratory 
programs of Oregon State University. 

Allows Department of Education to pay for costs of education of students in eligible day treatment programs and 
eligible residential treatment programs by making grants in aid to school districts where programs are located. 

Requires school districts to screen students for risk factors for dyslexia and to ensure specified staff members 
receive training related to dyslexia. 

Deletes provision that authorizes teachers who are licensed and properly endorsed by Teacher Standards and 
Practices Commission to practice speech-language pathology without obtaining license from State Board of 
Examiners for Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology. 
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
