CARRIED OVER FROM 4/13/15 AGENDA:  Provides that requirement to sell or offer for sale diesel fuel that 
contains specified percentage of biodiesel or other renewable fuel does not apply to sale of diesel fuel that is 
exempt from excise tax in counties east of summit of Cascade Mountains during period from October 1 of each 
year to February 28 of following year. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/13/15 AGENDA:  Provides that requirement to sell or offer for sale diesel fuel that 
contains specified percentage of biodiesel or other renewable diesel does not apply to sales in counties east of 
summit of Cascade Mountains during period from November 1 of any year to February 28 of following year. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/13/15 AGENDA:  Authorizes Environmental Quality Commission to develop low-
interest loan program to complete on-site septic system repairs, replacements or upgrades. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/13/15 AGENDA:  Defines conditions when rock, gravel, sand, silt and other similar 
material removed from waters of state are and are not solid waste. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/13/15 AGENDA:  Directs Environmental Quality Commission to adopt by rule 
methodology for Department of Environmental Quality to apply certain water quality standards in assessing waters
of state. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/13/15 AGENDA:  Establishes Task Force on Funding State Natural Resources 
Agencies to identify options for providing state natural resources agencies with stable or increased funding. 

Allows temporary lease or temporary transfer of upper Klamath Basin water right established by Water Resources 
Director in order of determination during period while judicial review of order is pending.

Authorizes Water Resources Director to participate in activities related to joint management entity for carrying out 
Upper Klamath Basin Comprehensive Agreement. 

Requires certain statement by local government to accompany application for operating permit for surface mining. 

Requires electric companies to reduce allocation of electricity from coal-derived generating resources to zero on or
before January 1, 2025, to customers of electric company that are located in this state. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to establish and maintain list of designated high priority chemicals of concern 
for children's health used in children's products and to periodically review and revise list. 

Changes water management and conservation plan approval condition for extension of time to develop permit for 
municipal use of water. 

Authorizes Clackamas, Multnomah and Washington Counties each to designate one large-lot industrial reserve of 
150 to 500 acres.
 

Requires certain public improvement contracts to contain and reserve one percent of total contract price for 
performing repowers or retrofits of certain diesel engines used in course of performing contract.
