Provides that seed not intended for planting but remaining capable of germination is agricultural hemp seed.

Requires establishment of Oregon Academy of Sciences as nonprofit corporation to serve as principal source of 
scientific investigation, examination and reporting on scientific questions referred to academy by Governor, 
Governor's designee or Legislative Assembly.
