HB    2129 

HB    2131 

Provides that ad valorem property taxes assessed on real property held by taxable person under lease from tax-
exempt owner are personal liability of taxable person. 

Allows taxpayer to petition for reduction of maximum assessed value upon demonstrating that new property or 
new improvements to property added to tax roll in prior tax year did not exist. 

Pledges revenues from ad valorem property taxes as security for general obligation indebtedness of public bodies. 
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
