Exempts Oregon Health Authority and Department of Human Services from certain provisions relating to 
acquiring, holding or disposing of real property or equitable interest in real property or in mineral or geothermal 
resource right. 

Creates Palliative Care and Quality of Life Interdisciplinary Advisory Council in Oregon Health Authority. 

Makes changes to laws governing hospital nursing staff, including laws setting forth composition of hospital nurse 
staffing committees and laws governing content of written hospital-wide staffing plans. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to establish procedures to validate network capacity of coordinated care 
organizations. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to give coordinated care organization at least 30 days' advance notice of 
proposed amendments to contracts. 

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Oregon Department of Administrative Services for Oregon Healthcare
Workforce Institute and Oregon Center for Nursing for analysis of effectiveness of state programs designed to 
encourage practice of healthcare providers with underserved populations or in rural areas. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to exercise procurement authority under Public Contracting Code and under 
supervision of Oregon Department of Administrative Services, for specified purposes.
