SB    231 

Requires insurer to reimburse providers directly for medical, surgical and nursing services provided to insured. 

Modifies requirements for health plan coverage of prescription drugs dispensed in accordance with 
synchronization policy. 

Directs Oregon Health Authority to study need for changes in licensure of health care practitioners that treat 
individuals diagnosed with autism spectrum disorders and report to interim committees of Legislative Assembly 
related to health care on or before September 15, 2015. 

Requires coordinated care organization to continue to provide health services to child meeting specified criteria 
who moves outside of geographic area served by coordinated care organization. 

Exempts for-profit or nonprofit business entity, if business entity provides only palliative care or operates rural 
health clinic, from requirement that licensed physicians hold majority of voting stock in professional corporation 
organized for purpose of practicing medicine or be majority of directors of professional corporation. 

Requires Department of Consumer and Business Services to adopt rules for participation of prominent carriers in 
Primary Care Transformation Initiative implemented by Oregon Health Authority. 
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
