Requires reimbursement for up to 60-day supply of prescription drug that is prescribed for chronic condition. 

Requires Oregon Health Policy Board to establish Health Plan Quality Metrics Committee to develop health 
outcome and quality measures for coordinated care organizations and plans offered by Public Employees' Benefit 
Board and Oregon Educators Benefit Board. 

Carried over from 4/13/15Makes changes to laws governing hospital nursing staff, including laws setting forth 
composition of hospital nurse staffing committees and laws governing content of written hospital-wide staffing 
plans. 

Directs Oregon Health Authority to develop program for screening students in this state who are susceptible to 
tooth decay and providing dental sealants for those students. 

Establishes office of oral health within Oregon Health Authority to study and support oral health of citizens of this 
state. 

Removes sunset on ability of Oregon Health Authority to approve dental pilot projects. 

Requires Department of Consumer and Business Services to adopt rules for participation of prominent carriers in 
Primary Care Transformation Initiative implemented by Oregon Health Authority. 

Creates Medicaid Management Information System Oversight Committee to monitor progress of improvements to 
Oregon's mechanized claim processing system for Medicaid claims. 

Requires Health Evidence Review Commission to develop prioritized list of prescription drugs.
