SB 114
Directs Oregon Education Investment Board to evaluate methods for providing components of two-generation
strategy to address poverty.

SB 503
Requires Department of Human Services to identify applicants for and recipients of assistance under temporary
assistance for needy families program who are victims of sexual assault or at risk for being victims of sexual
assault.

SB 591
Establishes public policy that Department of Human Services employee whose employment is terminated for
violating duty to report abuse is not eligible for reinstatement of employment with department.
