CARRIED OVER FROM 2/24/2015 AGENDA: Requires Department of Human Services to identify applicants 
for and recipients of assistance under temporary assistance for needy families program who are victims of sexual 
assault or at risk for being victims of sexual assault. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 2/24/2015 AGENDA: Requires that minor child be considered resident in determining 
eligibility for home and community-based care if child lives at least six weeks each year with parent residing in 
this state. 

Makes housekeeping changes to statutes relating to alcohol and drug treatment. 

Authorizes State Board of Psychologist Examiners to withhold license to practice from applicant who has been 
convicted of sex crime. 

Provides that students in youth care center within detention facility are to receive educational services through 
Juvenile Detention Education Program.
