CARRIED OVER FROM 4/7/2015 AGENDA: Requires that minor child be considered resident in determining 
eligibility for home and community-based care if child lives at least six weeks each year with parent residing in 
this state.

Independence Fund. 

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Department of Human Services for domestic violence prevention, 
awareness and support programs. 

Directs Department of Human Services to submit report to interim legislative committees no later than July 1, 
2016, regarding occurrences of suicide and status of suicide prevention efforts in Oregon. 

Creates task force to investigate expanding authority of Home Care Commission to provide services to home care 
workers.
