Requires Department of Human Services to convene work group to study consolidation of application processes 
for human and social services and to report recommendation to Legislative Assembly. 

Permits parents or guardians of minor adoptees or minor genetic siblings of adoptees to use and register with 
voluntary adoption registries. 

Permits Department of Human Services or Oregon Health Authority to deliver written notice to financial 
institution after individual dies to request financial institution to provide certain information about accounts in 
deceased individual's name, balances on deposit on date of individual's death, account activity and names of 
individuals to whom financial institution disbursed funds from accounts. 

Changes name of State Housing Council to Oregon Housing Stability Council. 

Creates alternative definition of "low income" for purposes of nonprofit corporation low income housing.
