Repeals sunset provision related to authorized tribal police officers. 

Permits presiding judge of seventh judicial district, with approval of Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, to enter 
into memorandum of understanding with Confederated Tribes of Warm Springs regarding adjudication and 
disposition of youths and youth offenders. 

Creates crime of unlawful dissemination of intimate image. 
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
