SB 274
Provides that attorney authorized to practice law in this state is not required to register as collection agency in
order to serve, file or convey certain legal documents or to communicate with debtor, as directed by client or court
or in deposition or settlement conference, regarding pending or possible legal action to collect debt.

SB 601
Expands definition of "personal information" for purposes of Oregon Consumer Identity Theft Protection Act.

SB 740
Removes requirement that arrested person with disability provide proof of inability to obtain qualified interpreter
in order for public employer of arresting officer to pay for interpreter.

HB 3037 A
Modifies public records law exemption from required disclosure of certain personal information of public
employees and public body volunteers to remove mandated disclosure upon showing that public interest would
require disclosure in particular instance.
