SB    409 

Establishes task force to make recommendations regarding protection of privacy of students using education 
software. 

Creates offense of selling tobacco products or tobacco product devices to person under 21 years of age. 

Prohibits person that manufactures or distributes prescription contact lenses from preventing retailer from 
advertising or selling prescription contact lenses at price for consumers that is less than price that person sets or 
specifies. 

Prohibits person from shipping or transporting or causing to be shipped or transported cigarettes, electronic 
cigarettes or smokeless tobacco products unless person is licensed distributor or retailer. 

Provides that attorney authorized to practice law in this state is not required to register as collection agency in 
order to serve, file or convey certain legal documents or to communicate with debtor, as directed by client or court 
or in deposition or settlement conference, regarding pending or possible legal action to collect debt. 

Permits person to bring action against insurer or other person that commits unlawful insurance practice. 

Includes insurance in definition of "real estate, goods or services" that are subject to penalties for unlawful trade 
practices. 

Repeals $500,000 limit on noneconomic damages recoverable in wrongful death actions and other statutorily 
created causes of action.

Provides that record of mortgage is effective as financing statement if record satisfies requirements for financing 
statement and sufficiently provides name of debtor. 

Expands definition of "personal information" for purposes of Oregon Consumer Identity Theft Protection Act. 

Establishes Task Force on Criminal Records Checks for Professions that Involve Essential Services. 

Directs Department of Justice to develop training curriculum and provide training to public employees, community
providers and others on confidentiality requirements, privacy laws and sharing of information in order to 
consistently facilitate sharing of information between programs and entities wherever feasible.
