SB    849 

Exempts Oregon Health Authority and Department of Human Services from certain provisions relating to 
acquiring, holding or disposing of real property or equitable interest in real property or in mineral or geothermal 
resource right. 

Provides that agri-tourism provider is not liable for injury to or death of participant arising out of inherent risks of 
agri-tourism if agri-tourism provider posts certain notices. 

Authorizes law enforcement units to adopt additional public records request fees designed to recoup costs of 
storage, storage technology, indexing and retrieval of information captured through use by law enforcement of 
body cameras to capture daily duties of police officers. 

Requires driver of vehicle involved in accident resulting only in damage to fixtures or property legally upon or 
adjacent to highway to provide notice to owner of property within one business day of accident. 

Limits amount of appeal fee that city or county may charge for quasi-judicial review of city or county decisions on
land use application. 

Prohibits possession of firearm or ammunition by person who is subject to restraining order issued by court under 
Family Abuse Prevention Act or who has been convicted of certain misdemeanor crimes involving domestic 
violence. 

Revises provisions relating to liability arising out of skiing.
