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Public Hearing and Work Session

HB 2314 A
Permits youth offender foster home to be maintained by person related to youth offender by blood or marriage
only under circumstances set forth by Oregon Youth Authority in rule.

HB 2601 A
Requires member of law enforcement agency who has probable cause to believe custodial interference or
kidnapping with respect to child has occurred to notify Oregon State Police missing children clearinghouse within
24 hours .

HB 2603
Provides that ORS 30.868, regarding civil damages for custodial interference, shall be known and may be cited as
"Aaron's Law.".

HB 2888
Allows action to enjoin or restrain nuisance if place is used for certain activities involving animals.
