Allows state agency to decline to assign debt of estate to private collection agency if Department of Revenue has 
notice that estate has closed. 

Provides when interests of beneficiaries vest. 

Requires court to give greatest consideration to benefit to person who is subject of protective proceeding by party's
actions in proceeding when determining whether to award attorney fees. 

Prohibits person from soliciting, requesting or otherwise inducing another person to provide personal information 
by representing or implying that person is third person, without third person's knowledge, authorization and 
consent. 
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
