HB    3168 A

Provides that inmates convicted of certain crimes are not eligible for earned time reduction in prison sentence. 

Repeals sunset on provisions related to relief from prohibition on possessing and purchasing firearms. 

Authorizes State Board of Parole and Post-Prison Supervision to request appearance by representative of office of 
prosecuting attorney at hearing setting or resetting release date of person. 

Specifies that reduction of period of supervision for certain convicted persons applies to probation or local control 
post-prison supervision. 

Authorizes court to waive unpaid portion of previously imposed criminal fine if defendant demonstrates financial 
hardship that prevents completion of drug treatment program. 
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
