Authorizes court to order defendant to pay extradition costs when defendant is found in violation of probation in 
certain circumstances. 

Creates crime of invasion of personal privacy in the first degree. 

Creates process by which person found guilty except for insanity can apply to court for order setting aside 
judgment of guilty except for insanity. 

Provides that person who records another person's intimate areas commits crime of invasion of personal privacy. 
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
