Sets limits on amounts that may be contributed to political candidates and political committees. 

Specifies duties and liabilities of community mental health program with respect to commitment proceedings 
initiated for individuals with mental illness. 

Establishes limitations and deadlines for legislative measures for 2016 regular session of Seventy-eighth 
Legislative Assembly. 

Extends to June 30, 2017, sunset on lobbyist exemption from reporting to Oregon Government Ethics Commission
moneys spent on lobbying other registered lobbyists. 

Removes requirement that person elected to county office provide county clerk with certificate of election. 

Allows Department of Transportation to accept documents received electronically related to titling, registration, 
odometer disclosure and other activities. 

Modifies certain law enforcement defenses applicable to certain firearms-related crimes. 

Modifies requirements related to school enrollment that person under 18 years of age must meet before being 
issued driving privileges. 

Requires insurer of liable party to pay actual costs of emergency response by private emergency responders.
