Authorizes local governments to implement programs to make loans or facilitate private financing of seismic 
rehabilitation of multifamily residential dwellings or commercial or industrial buildings by property owners. 

Directs Land Conservation and Development Commission to require local governments in which there are 
communities at substantial risk of experiencing severe impact from tsunami inundation to plan for tsunami 
resilience. 

Extends sunset for tax credit for provision of health care services under TRICARE contract. 

Extends sunset for tax credit for provision of medical care to residents of Oregon Veterans' Home. 

Requires moneys in Emergency Communications Account, including Enhanced 9-1-1 Subaccount, to be used for 
purposes of 9-1-1 emergency communications unless statutory exception is made during state of fiscal emergency.

Grants higher property tax exemption on property of veterans with service-connected disabilities of 100 percent. 

Permits person stationed outside of Oregon while serving in active duty military service to renew or replace driver 
license or driver permit without photograph if Department of Transportation does not have acceptable photograph 
on file.
