CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/15 AGENDA: Directs Land Conservation and Development Commission to 
require local governments in which there are communities at substantial risk of experiencing severe impact from 
tsunami inundation to plan for tsunami resilience. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/14/15 AGENDA: Directs Department of Corrections to establish pilot program for 
mental health treatment for inmates engaged in intensive alternative incarceration addiction program who are 
servicemembers and who have been diagnosed with post-traumatic stress disorder.

Directs Department of Veterans' Affairs to submit report to interim legislative committees, no later than July 1, 
2016, regarding delivery of veterans' services. 

Directs Oregon Military Department to submit report to interim legislative committees, no later than July 1, 2016, 
regarding implementation of Oregon Code of Military Justice. 

Requires moneys in Emergency Communications Account, including Enhanced 9-1-1 Subaccount, to be used for 
purposes of 9-1-1 emergency communications unless statutory exception is made during state of fiscal emergency.

Grants higher property tax exemption on property of veterans with service-connected disabilities of 100 percent. 

Authorizes county governing bodies to appoint county volunteer veterans' ombudsmen to provide support services 
and assistance to veterans and their spouses, dependents and survivors that are not provided by county veterans' 
service officers. 

Provides that evidence of measures taken before natural disaster occurs that were intended to minimize impact of 
natural disaster is not admissible to prove negligence or culpable conduct in connection with natural disaster.
