CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/6/2015 AGENDA: Includes certain compensable workers' compensation claims 
as qualifying criteria for eligibility for benefits from Public Safety Memorial Fund. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/6/2015 AGENDA: Requires qualified nonprofit agency for individuals with 
disabilities to pay at least minimum wage or prevailing rate of wage set forth in state or federal law to individuals 
with disabilities.
