Allows injured worker 90 days from date health benefit plan rejects claim for benefits to file workers' 
compensation claim. 

Provides for employer and employee contributions to pension program and individual account program of Oregon 
Public Service Retirement Plan to first be made for new members for wages that are attributable to services 
performed during first full pay period following six-month probationary period, without regard to when wages are 
considered earned for other purposes. 

Changes qualifications to practice as funeral service practitioner or embalmer in this state, including qualifications 
related to reciprocity and training. 

Modifies authority of State Mortuary and Cemetery Board to conduct investigations of premises and records of 
facilities that provide services related to final disposition of human remains. 

Includes Oregon nonprofit corporations as public employer for purposes of transfers of certain public employees. 

Subjects university with governing board, or not-for-profit organization or other entity that university with 
governing board controls, to certain provisions of Public Contracting Code. 
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
