SUMMARY

Directs Department of Justice to study and report on laws of this state

impacted by vote on initiative measures relating to marijuana. Requires re-

port to be submitted to interim committee related to judiciary no later than

September 15, 2015.

Sunsets on date of convening of 2016 regular session of Legislative As-

sembly.

Declares emergency, effective on passage.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to marijuana; and declaring an emergency.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. The Department of Justice shall study and report on

the laws of this state impacted by the outcome of the vote on initiative

measures relating to marijuana at the general election held through-

out this state on November 4, 2014. The department shall submit the

report to an interim committee of the Legislative Assembly related to

the judiciary no later than September 15, 2015.

SECTION 2. Section 1 of this 2015 Act is repealed on the date of the

convening of the 2016 regular session of the Legislative Assembly as

specified in ORS 171.010.

SECTION 3. This 2015 Act being necessary for the immediate pres-

ervation of the public peace, health and safety, an emergency is de-

clared to exist, and this 2015 Act takes effect on its passage.
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
