Dear Judiciary Committee -

I write in support of SJR 4 and urge the committee to recommend its passage and also work for
its passage.

During the almost 40 years that I've been a member of the Oregon State Bar, I've practiced in the
Circuit Courts of several counties as well as before the Oregon's appellate courts and the federal
trial and appellate courts. I've appeared before dozens of judges over the years and noted that
judicial competence increases with experience. I've also noticed that there is no fall off or even
waning of competence at 75.
