Nature of the Request

The Oregon Health Authority (OHA), Public Healthvidion requests approval to
apply for a federal grant from the Health Resousras Services Administration
(HRSA), Maternal and Child Health Bureau - DivisiohChild, Adolescent and
Family Health. The grant is for up to $250,000 year for 4 years, beginning
August 1, 2015 through July 31, 2019, for a tofaimto $1,000,000.

The request for proposals was received on Decem&614 and the application is
due on February 27, 2015. This grant funding reguimo state matching funds.
There is no federal requirement for maintenanceffoft.

The goal of this grant is to reduce the prevalefagal disease in both pregnant
women and infants most at risk through improvedasdo quality oral health
care. The intent is to integrate quality oral treakrvices for pregnant women and
infants most at risk for oral disease into the tieehre delivery system statewide.
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The Public Health Division’s Oral Health Progranvelleped a project between
2009-2012, called First Tooth. First Tooth traimeeldical providers to conduct
oral health screenings, risk assessments anddkrigarnish applications to high
risk infants and toddlers during well-child visitsth child health care providers. In
collaboration with the Oregon Oral Health Coalit{@rOHC), this grant will

enable the Division to expand these efforts toudelservices for pregnant women.
The First Tooth program was transitioned to the I@@Cat the conclusion of the
grant funding.

Oregon is uniquely positioned for this grant. Dés&avices were integrated into
the Coordinated Care Organization (CCO) model id2®ut many CCOs need

guidance on how best to deliver services, partibufaeventive services, to the

highest risk populations.

This grant funding would support training and omgpiechnical assistance to
CCOs, as well as ensuring statewide coordinaticeffofts. Additionally, it would
support expanding opportunities for access to tloea health services; increase
delivery of sustainable best practices, includinguging competencies of primary
care providers; and enhance statewide data sources.

At the conclusion of this grant, CCOs will implem@more effective preventive
oral health services to pregnant women and infaittisyately this will reduce
health care costs and benefit child developmens gitant aligns with existing
projects and brings together a collaborative of loealth stakeholders such as the
Oregon Oral Health Coalition, Multhomah County Hledepartment, OHA
Division of Medical Assistance Programs, the Healthnsformation Center, the
OHA Child Health Director, the Early Learning Diiog, Virginia Garcia
Memorial Health Center, and Oregon Health & Scierldriversity — Community
Dentistry. The grant requires establishing a Ptdelvisory Board that must
include representatives from Early Head Start, WHG@me Visiting, American
Academy of Pediatrics, American Academy of Pedidd@ntists, American Dental
Association, and American College of Nurse-Midwivas well as other key state
specific partners.

One new limited duration Operations and Policy AsBB position will be
requested for the grant activities. Two other exgspositions will be repurposed
to fulfill other parts of the grant requirementddailitate collaboration among
community partners, CCOs and OHA; and to oversea#ta and evaluation
requirements.
