SUMMARY
Provides that bill that raises revenue solely by eliminating tax expendi-

ture may pass with simple majority of both chambers.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to definition of revenue raising bill.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. A bill that raises revenue solely by eliminating a tax

expenditure:

(1) Is not a bill for raising revenue for purposes of Article IV, sec-
tion 25, of the Oregon Constitution; and

(2) Requires only a simple majority of all the members elected to

each chamber of the Legislative Assembly to pass.
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
