To allow AA's to become legal in Oregon serves no
purpose...the anesthesiologist has to be present in the room with the AA at all times, he cannot
supervise any other rooms...it seems this type of practice will increase cost of health care for
Oregon using two providers for one patient. CRNASs practice independently in 18 states at this
time and hopefully more states will request this option in the future. CRNAs serve the rural
areas where MDAs (anesthesiologists) wouldn't care to live and the hospitals could afford to pay
them. There is no benefit to legalize AAs in the state of Oregon or any state for that matter.
