The significant increase in Other Funds is reflecting the $13 million in Lottery bond investement in the Working Farms and Forests initiatives and $2.351 million in an expansion of the Federal Forests Collaboratives. 
The FFC carries a small amount of staffing support, but otherwise it does not impact the operational costs of the agency.

Operations cover the costs of staff, salaries, benefits and Supplies and Services that  support the staff and cover other administrative costs, including costs of issuance of new bonding.
Payments to Other Entities are grants; and in OWEB’s case this dominates their budget.
The new responsibilities for working farms and forests and expanded responsibilities for the federal forest collaborative increase this part of the pie.
This is an agency of less than forty staff but administers significant funds.
OWEB’s budget is 6.2 percent of the Total Funds budget for the Natural Resource Area but less than 1 percent of Program FTE
It is almost 16% (15.85%0 of the Natural Resource Program Area GF/LF budget – all of that is Measure 76 Lottery Funds

This agency does not receive General Fund.
The 2015-17 budget is supported by Lottery Funds, Other Funds and Federal Funds.  Since 1999 OWEB has received Lottery Funds from the constitutional dedication in the Parks and Natural Resources Fund for restoration and protection of native fish and wildlife habitat and improved water quality. The dedication requires that sixty-five percent of the revenue must be used for grants and thirty-five percent to operations.  To date most of the operations funding has been allocated to five agencies including OWEB.  OWEB manages the allocations. 
Notes on LF revenue projections 
This is from December 2014 Office of Economic Analysis
Other Sources of Revenue 
Among other primary sources of revenue, estate taxes and video lottery sales have been coming in above expectations in recent months, leading to an upgrade in the forecast. However, the outlook both revenue streams remains down sharply relative to the Close of Session forecast. Unlike most forms of discretionary spending, spending on the Oregon Lottery and other forms of gaming across the U.S. has yet to recover much at all. After an additional downward revision in December, the outlook for state court fees also remains well below the Close of Session forecast. 
 
The primary source of federal revenue is the Pacific Coastal Salmon Recovery Funds (PCSRF).  In Federal Fiscal Year (FFY) 2015 and 2016 revenue is estimated at $18.0 million, with $6.3 million held over from FFY 2014.  OWEB receives three percent of the grant for administrative costs, the balance is dedicated to grants, primarily for watershed restoration in salmon habitat.  
Other Funds revenue is derived from salmon plate registration surcharge from the Oregon Department of Transportation; funds from the Pacific State Marine Fisheries Commission for a watershed project, and funding for a continuation of the Forest Health Collaborative grants and support.
