Initiative participants currently use the IDA to facilitate the purchase of a 
home, fulfill an educational goal, develop and launch a small business, restore 
a home to habitable shape, or purchase equipment to support an employment 
goal. IDAs open up pathways of opportunity and create models of economic 
success in our communities. By expanding the purposes of IDA accounts, more 
Oregonians can get on a path to financial resiliency.
