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agriculture development. Recommended.
This package provides Other Funds expenditure limitation to develop 750 acres of rangeland for agriculture, which brings a larger revenue stream from leases than rangeland.  The return on investment over 20 years is expected to be $40,000 per year.  As grazing land the CSF receives $2-$3 per acre; as agricultural land the expected rate per acre will be $55.  At the current grazing rate, revenue to the CSF is $1,875 and under the agricultural rate it will be $41,250.  

101 portland harbor cleanup. Recommended.
This package continues funding for legal expertise related to the Portland Harbor Superfund Site and for one limited duration Natural Resource Specialist 4 (1.00 FTE).  The ongoing cost allocation process for the Portland Harbor requires legal expertise to reduce potential costs in the future.  A similar budget package has been approved in the 2011-13 biennium and the 2-13-15 biennium.  The cost allocation process and legal questions are expected to continue for at least three more years. The Chief Human Resources Office agrees with the classification.  SAME CLASS? STEP?
102 improved internal controls. Recommended as Modified.
This package adds expenditure limitation and one permanent Accountant 4 position to provide accurate and complete account statements for the CSF diversified portfolio.  DSL produced two annual account statements which were audited by an independent firm and were found to lack the necessary internal controls for reconciliation of substantial accounts.  Because the internal control issue is so important, DSL self-financed a limited duration Accountant 4 for 15 months.  Limited duration position automatically terminate at the end of the biennium, leaving the agency without the position in the 2015-17 biennium unless it is restored through this package. . The Chief Human Resources Office agrees with the classification. The package is adjusted to bring the position to 22 months of expenditures.
103 replace and upgrade equipment. Recommended.
This package adds Other Funds expenditure limitation for replacing three old servers, and equipment for staff who work in Eastern Oregon.  The equipment includes 32 smart phones, three satellite phones for remote locations, and the lease of a heavy duty pickup truck.  This request would address increasingly difficult maintenance and service issues with old information technology equipment and for the 1997 truck.  It would improve customer service through smart phones, and the satellite phones would reduce risk for employees. 
 
 104 South Slough National Estuarine Research Reserve. Recommended.
This package reclassifies a Natural Resources Specialist 3 to a Policy Analyst 4 using a shift from Services and Supplies to Personal Services.  The SSNERR is organized into three functions: Administration and Facilities, Science, and Education.   This package affects the lead Education position. The Chief Human Resources Office agrees with the classification.

 
 
106 administrative fee for processing utility easements. recommended.
 
This package affects revenue only.  The package brings revenue from LC 603 into the agency budget. Establishes two new fees to cover processing costs for easement applications and territorial sea cable-crossings.  The easement fee would be $750 and is expected to generate $18,750 in the 2015-17. The territorial sea fee would be $5,000 and is expected to generate $5,000 in the 2015-17 biennium.  
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
