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Key Findings:

Cities across the State of Oregon have enacted numerous anti-poverty & anti-

homeless laws, as noted on the chart below.

e Thirty cities (small, mid-sized and the largest cities across the State) have
a total of 183 laws on the books criminalizing poverty and/or human

existence in outside spaces.

e These laws include: sleeping outdoors, loitering (standing or sitting on
sidewalks), trespassing/banishment, public storage of personal items,

sanitation/public hygiene, panhandling, and food sharing.

e Twenty eight of thirty cities have at least one (up to nine) municipal codes
restricting day or nighttime activity (i.e.; standing, sitting, resting and/or

sleeping, camping).
