To the Committee on Rural Communities, Land Use and Water:


I oppose the proposed changes to allow outdoor uses and additional buildings in the home occupation
ordinance language.


The activities of the home occupation business should be contained inside the residence. Outdoor use
should be limited to parking, and the movement of people to and from the residence. The level of this
activity should be similar to residential use.


Changing home occupation language to include outdoor storage, outdoor work and noise, equipment
uses and additional buildings is not the intent of a home occupation permitted use.


When a farm or forest zoned property allows a residence to be developed, the primary purpose of
farming or tree growth is still the required use. Having a home occupation in the residence should not
allow the property to be used as an industrial, retail, or commercially zoned property.
