BACKGROUND: Domestic workers provide in-home services such as childcare, cooking, housekeeping, and 

maintenance. These services often require the domestic worker to live in the home of the employer, often as the only 

employee. As a result, workplace protections such as wage and hour laws, harassment laws, and working condition 

regulations may be harder to apply and enforce. 

 

Senate Bill 552 establishes workplace protections for domestic workers and classifies violations as unlawful 

employment practices.
