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Measure Description:
Permits Oregon Business Development Department to certify business that service-disabled veteran
owns as disadvantaged business enterprise that is eligible for certain preferences in public contracting.

Government Unit(s) Affected:
District Attorneys and their Deputies, Office of the Governor, Business Development Department
(Business Oregon), Department of Education, Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT), Statewide

Local Government Mandate:
This bill does not affect local governments' service levels or shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section
15, Article Xl of the Oregon Constitution.

Analysis:

This fiscal impact statement is for the purpose of transmitting the measure from the House Committee
on Veterans and Emergency Preparedness to the House Committee on Consumer and Protection and
Government Effectiveness.
